ANALYSIS

This resolution allows The City Room Café to obtain an Outdoor Dining Permit for the same
three table seating arrangement that it was allowed last year. Currently it has been permitted two
tables directly abutting the restaurant. The third table would be located across the sidewalk, near
a tree and sidewalk bumpout.

QOutdoor dining requires a permit to encumber the sidewalk from the City. Charter Section 63
discusses the board of public works’ role with respect to licenses for sidewalk encumbrances.
That section states “the board of public works shall also have exclusive jurisdiction, subject to
the laws of the state, and to such laws and regulations in the premises, as the board of aldermen
may from time to time ordain for its guidance and for the public protection and convenience, to
grant, deny and revoke permits and licenses, for making excavations in, moving buildings along,
or placing and maintaining poles, wires, pipes or other structure, in, over, or under the streets,
highways, or sidewalks of the city; to fix the terms of such permits and licenses, to prescribe and
change the location and compel the repair or removal of such structures....”

NRO 285-9 is the ordinance on street or sidewalk obstructions, but the board of aldermen has not
incorporated any explicit guidelines in that section. That ordinance states the “Board of Public
Works may grant a license in writing to any person for the purpose of building or for other
lawful purposes, to obstruct or encumber so much and such part of any street, lane, alley,
sidewalk, or other public place in the City, and on such terms and conditions as they may deem
safe and proper.” The Public Works Division has “Rules and Regulations for Qutdoor Dining”.
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
